The creation of field 378 from 100 subfield $q
Paper prepared by the PCC Acceptable Headings Implementation Task Group

Background
Section 3.3 of the report of the PCC Task Group on AACR2 & RDA Acceptable Headings (the "earlier group") contains two instructions related to the 378 field:

· If the authority record contains an RDA 700 field that includes subfield $q, and if that 700 field contains no subfields other than $a, $b, $c, $d or $q, and if the authority record does not already contain a 378 field, create a 378 field from subfield $q of the 700 field.
· If a 100 field contains subfield $q and no subfields other than $a, $b, $c, $d and $q, and if the authority record does not contain a 378 field, create a 378 field from 100 subfield $q

These instructions do not completely define the work to be done. The matter of punctuation in the original X00 subfield $q is not addressed.
Definition of the change
The present Task Group has constructed the following restatement of this aspect of the manipulation of the LC/NACO authority file for use under RDA. This restatement drops the reference to the 700 field. (As now defined, the 378 field relates only to the 100 field.)
· If an authority record contains a 100 field with subfield $q and if that 100 field contains no subfields other than $a, $b, $c, $d, $e, $q, $6 and $8 and if the authority record does not already contain a 378 field, attempt to create a 378 field from 100 subfield $q. Do not attempt to generate a 378 field if subfield $q is immediately preceded by subfield $c containing "Mrs.".
· A 100 subfield $q suitable for conversion into a 378 field begins with an open parenthesis, and ends either with a closing parenthesis or with a closing parenthesis plus a comma. Any subfield $q with other punctuation is unsuitable for use as a 378 field, and should be reported for review. To create the 378 field from an acceptable subfield $q, remove the leading parenthesis, the trailing parenthesis, and any following comma; copy the remaining text into subfield $q of a new 378 field with no other change.
Do not apply this work to an 880 field whose subfield $6 begins "100".

This definition applies only to authority records; there is no equivalent for bibliographic records.

Testing
The Task Group extracted a file containing every name-only 100 field in the LC/NACO authority file.
  The extracted headings were passed through a program that embodied the simple scheme defined in this document. Any target subfield $q that did not meet the punctuation requirements specified in the above definition was reported. The program found 434,564 suitable $q subfields (not differentiated by the cataloging rules code in 008/10), from which the program was able to generate 432,254 378 fields. (The program reported headings containing subfield $q from which it was not able to generate a 378 field because the punctuation was not as expected. These were corrected as part of the review of the program's work.) 
The file of extracted 378 subfield $q information was inspected to determine the correctness of the definition of the work to be done. Although this inspection did point up several headings whose construction might be questioned, it did not turn up any case where removing enclosing parentheses from 100 subfield $q and copying the result into a 378 field garbled the data, or made any existing situation worse. The following table gives a few examples of 378 fields that are correctly derived from 100 fields that might not themselves be correctly constructed.

Scheduling
The timing of the creation of the 378 field from subfield $q is not entirely clear in the report of the earlier task group. The present task force believes that the creation of the 378 field from 100 subfield $q should take place whenever a record is re-issued for some other reason.
· If an authority record is re-issued during Phase 1 (for example, because its 008/10 contains code "a" or "d"), create a 378 field when possible.
· If an authority record is re-issued during Phase 2 (because some part of the record is subject to programmatic manipulation), create a 378 field when possible.
� That is, the copy of the LC/NACO authority file maintained by Northwestern University Library. For purposes of comparison the program also attempted to extract any 378 present in the records. To no great surprise the program found none—this field was only defined very recently.


� Full stop absent following "C" as in the original.
