Expanding the abbreviations ‘arr.’, 'acc.' and 'unacc.'
Paper prepared by the PCC Acceptable Headings Implementation Task Group

Background
In pre-RDA headings subfield $o can contain the cataloger-generated abbreviation “arr.” to identify musical arrangements. In RDA headings, subfield $o contains the full word “arranged”. Section 3.3 of the report of the PCC Task Group on AACR2 & RDA Acceptable Headings (the "earlier group") contains these instructions to convert pre-RDA headings into a form compatible with the RDA form:

· Replace the abbreviation "arr." in subfield $o with "arranged".
Because this abbreviation in subfield $o is, and has always been, a convention promoted by cataloging rules, it appears to the present Task Group that there is no reason for caution in the application of the change suggested by the earlier group.
Not mentioned in the earlier group's report are the abbreviations "acc." and "unacc." which can also occur in pre-RDA headings but are likewise replaced by the spelled-out form in RDA headings.

In this document, as in all documents prepared by the present task group involving changes to the text of fields, it is assumed that the changes are being made to records with "eng" in subfield $b of the 040 field (or with no 040 $b at all). Corresponding changes may be devised for records constructed for other language contexts, but such changes are not part of the work of the present task force.

Definition of the change
The definition of the change described in this document goes beyond the Task Group's charge, as it includes information found in 'topical' authority records. Authority records for LCSH and other subject heading systems routinely used in PCC bibliographic records should be subject to the same considerations as LC/NACO authority records. This definition also goes beyond the Task Group’s charge to specify parts of bibliographic records that should be changed.

Apply the following definitions also to 880 fields whose subfield $6 begins with one of the specified tags.

Apply the changes described below to the parts of authority records identified in the following table.

If this change could be applied to an authority 4XX field bearing a code other than "n" in $w/2, do not change the field; place code "a" in $w/3 if not already present.
If the authority 1XX field is changed, delete any 4XX field that has the same comparison form as the new 1XX field, and add a 4XX field with subfield $w nnea to preserve the former 1XX field.
Application to bibliographic records
Apply the changes described below to the parts of bibliographic records identified in the following table. In the unlikely event that this change can be applied to a bibliographic 440 field, convert the existing 440 field to a 490 field with first indicator 1 (one) by replacing all subfield codes except $a, $x and $v with a space, and create a new 830 field for the converted form.

When changing bibliographic 6XX fields, consider also the value of the second indicator (and where appropriate the contents of subfield $2) as determined by local needs. The changes described here may be applied at least to LCSH headings.

If the replacement occurs at the end of a subfield, add punctuation to the end of the changed subfield as appropriate.

Identification of exceptions
To test this set of changes the task group identified every authority record in the Northwestern University authority file with a heading whose NACO comparison form appears to contain one of the abbreviations of interest (with surrounding spaces and/or subfield codes at suitable places). A test program inspected each such record and attempted to replace the abbreviation with the full form according to the above definition. The program wrote to a review file those fields that were changed, and to a separate file those fields that were not changed. An examination of the file of unchanged fields revealed several dozen cases where the abbreviation lacked its trailing full stop; these were corrected in OCLC. An examination of the file of successful changes revealed no problems. (Also in the review file were headings that appear to contain an abbreviation, but don't, such as the series title "Research report ARR", the personal name "Åherman, Richard Arr.", the corporate reference "P & ARR", subfield $t of a 400 field "Choice selections from the opera of Lucrezia Borgia arr. for four hands" and the corporate name "United Nations ACC Task Force on Rural Development".)

It is recommended that attempts to perform this change on locally-created authority records, or on bibliographic records, contain a final test: if the NACO comparison form of the field contains one of the texts of interest (with suitable surrounding spaces and/or subfield codes) and it turns out that this text is not replaced by the full form, report the heading for later review.

Scheduling

This change should occur as part of planned phase 2 of the conversion of the LC/NACO authority file to RDA.
