Dealing with RDA 7XX fields
Paper prepared by the PCC Acceptable Headings Implementation Task Group

Background
Before the formal evaluation of RDA, there was not yet a consensus on the handling under RDA of entities already represented by (non-RDA) authority records in the LC/NACO authority file. During the evaluation, the RDA form of heading for an entity with a pre-RDA authority record was devised, and added to the existing record in a 7XX field with second indicator '4'. In some cases this RDA equivalent is the same as the 1XX field; in other cases it is different.

Following the evaluation of RDA, it was decided that whenever possible the AACR2 heading for an entity should continue to be used under RDA, and that no new RDA 7XX fields should be created. As part of the preparation of the LC/NACO authority file for use under RDA, any information present in the RDA 7XX fields that is felt to be of either immediate or continuing interest needs to be acted on or captured in some manner, and the RDA 7XX fields eventually removed.

Unfortunately, determining which RDA 7XX fields contain information of immediate or continuing interest is not a trivial problem; considering the relatively small number of headings involved, it will be better to handle most steps of this work through direct operator activity as part of one or more projects, rather than through the action of a program. The present task force can do little more than outline the steps necessary for making appropriate use of RDA 7XX fields before they disappear.
Scheduling

RDA 7XX fields will be removed from authority records during phase 2 of the proposed manipulation of the LC/NACO authority file for use under RDA, unless they have previously been removed for some other reason. This means that any use of information in these fields should be made before the beginning of phase 2. Other than this one restriction, there appears to be no particularly good or bad time to undertake the work described here, and no particular reason to tie this work to the phases of the LC/NACO authority file manipulation. This work could in fact begin immediately.

Steps to be taken
In all steps except the last (removal of RDA 7XX fields), any RDA 7XX field that is identical with the 1XX field in the same authority record may safely be ignored.

In all steps, care should be taken not to change things that will simply be changed back during the manipulation of the LC/NACO authority file for use under RDA. For example, an RDA 1XX field for a part of the Bible should not be changed to include a designation for the testament, because the designation for the testament will be removed during phase 2 work; similarly, an RDA heading with "Department" should not be changed to include the abbreviation "Dept.", as that abbreviation will be spelled out during phase 2 work. The difficulty of determining which headings fall under this exception is one reason this work is better performed under direct operator control.
1. Restrict all points at which authority records enter the LC/NACO distribution scheme so as to prevent the addition of RDA 7XX fields to authority records—either existing authority records, or new authority records.

2. Create a reference file of all LC/NACO authority records that contain RDA 7XX fields. Although the deletion of RDA 7XX fields is planned to form part of phase 2 of the authority file manipulation, the RDA 7XX fields could be deleted from authority records at any time after the reference file is available to interested parties.

3. Derive from the reference file a list of records (not already containing an 046 field) where the RDA 700 field for a simple personal name contains subfield $d, but the 100 field does not contain subfield $d. Use this list to add (manually) 046 fields to the LC/NACO authority records.
4. Derive from the reference file a list of records (not already containing an 046 field) where subfield $d in the RDA 700 for a simple personal name differs from subfield $d in the 100 field. Generate any appropriate 046 field (manually) that cannot be generated automatically from the 100 field.
5. Derive from the reference file a list of records (not already containing a 378 field) where the RDA 700 field for a simple personal name contains subfield $q, but the 100 field does not contain subfield $q. Review this list and (manually) create 378 fields where appropriate.

6. Derive from the reference file a list of records where the RDA 7XX field is different from the 1XX field. Bibliographic occurrences of the RDA heading should carefully be "flipped" to the non-RDA form. (The RDA form should only occur in RDA bibliographic records.)

7. RDA authority records that use an RDA 7XX field as the basis for an extended or compound heading should be identified, and the RDA heading revised to use the form in the non-RDA 1XX; corresponding bibliographic records should be changed as well.
8. During phase 2 of the manipulation of the LC/NACO authority file for use under RDA, any 7XX fields with second indicator '4' will be deleted automatically.

Scope of the work
A recent pass through the LC/NACO authority file found 18,538 authority records that contain at least one RDA 7XX field,
 for a total of 18,600 RDA 7XX fields. Of these, 12,229 were the same as the 1XX field, and 6,371 were different from the 1XX field. With the exception noted above, bibliographic records must be examined for changes involving the 6,371 RDA headings that differ from the pre-RDA counterpart.
Of the 6,371 RDA 7XX fields that differ from the 1XX field, only 320 are used as the beginning part of an extended or compound RDA heading. With the exception noted above, these authority records must be examined, and the correct heading under current policy derived and inserted into the authority record; this may involve changes to headings in bibliographic records as well.

� The LC/NACO file contains other 7XX fields (with second indicator values other than '4'), which must be retained.


� Some authority records contain more than one RDA 7XX field. For instance, a record for a bilingual edition (with subfield $l containing two languages joined by "&") has two equivalent RDA headings—one for each language.


� Subfield $d of this 100 field will be changed during phase 2 to "1891-".
