Modify ‘violoncello’ headings
Paper prepared by the PCC Acceptable Headings Implementation Task Group

Background
In pre-RDA headings, the musical instrument known variously as the cello or the violoncello is represented in subfield $m by the term “violoncello.” In RDA headings, the same instrument is represented by the term “cello.”

Section 3.3 of the report of the PCC Task Group on AACR2 & RDA Acceptable Headings (the "earlier group") contains these instructions to convert pre-RDA headings into a form compatible with the RDA form:

· If a change is made to RDA to use "cello" instead of "violoncello" in statements of the medium of performance, replace "violoncello" with "cello" in subfield $m in any heading field.
The report of the earlier group did not take note of the fact that the term "violoncello" can also occur in some instances of authority subfield $t (or the corresponding bibliographic 240 subfield $a) constructed by the cataloger:

$t Violoncello music

$t Violoncello music, violoncellos (2)

$t Violoncello, piano music
At the time the earlier group wrote its report, it was unclear whether RDA headings would use the term “cello”, or continue the use of the pre-RDA term “violoncello.” Now that the decision has been made to use the shorter and more familiar term, the present task group can provide a more detailed description of the work needed to effect this change.

In this document, as in all documents prepared by the present task group involving changes to the text of fields, it is assumed that the changes are being made to records with "eng" in subfield $b of the 040 field (or with no 040 $b at all). Corresponding changes may be devised for records constructed for other language contexts, but such changes are not part of the work of the present task force.

Definition of the change
The definition of the change described in this document goes beyond the Task Group's charge, as it includes information found in 'topical' authority records. Authority records for LCSH and other subject heading systems routinely used in PCC bibliographic records should be subject to the same considerations as LC/NACO authority records. This definition also goes beyond the Task Group’s charge to specify parts of bibliographic records that should be changed.

Apply the following definitions also to 880 fields whose subfield $6 begins with one of the specified tags.
Application to authority records
Apply the changes described below to the parts of authority records identified in the following table.

If this change could be applied to an authority 4XX field bearing a code other than "n" in $w/2, do not change the field; place code "a" in $w/3 if not already present.
If the authority 1XX field is changed, delete any 4XX field that has the same comparison form as the new 1XX field, and add a 4XX field with subfield $w nnea to preserve the former 1XX field.
Application to bibliographic records
Apply the changes described below to the parts of bibliographic records identified in the following table. In the unlikely event that this change can be applied to a bibliographic 440 field, convert the existing 440 field to a 490 field with first indicator 1 (one) by replacing all subfield codes except $a, $x and $v with a space, and create a new 830 field for the converted form.

When changing bibliographic 6XX fields, consider also the value of the second indicator (and where appropriate the contents of subfield $2) as determined by local needs. The changes described here may be applied at least to LCSH headings.

Change details
Replace each occurrence of the original term in subfield $a or $m of an indicated field in a MARC21 record with the replacement term.
If subfield $t of an indicated field in a MARC21 record (or subfield $a of the MARC21 bibliographic 240 field) contains any of the following characteristics, replace each occurrence of the original term with the replacement term.

· The subfield begins "Violoncello music"

· The subfield begins "Violoncello, " and also contains "music"

· The subfield contains ", violoncello" and also contains "music"

Retain uppercasing and punctuation associated with the original term.

Testing
During its investigations, the task group developed a routine that incorporates the changes to authority and bibliographic records described in this document. The test program reported cases where a candidate variable field continues to contain "violoncello" after it has been subject to this transformation. Although most of the records reported as "not changed" are correctly formulated (as in " Dodici sonate per violoncello e basso") there are enough mal-formed headings reported in this manner to make review of the leftovers worthwhile.
Scheduling

This change should occur as part of the planned phase 2 of the conversion of the LC/NACO authority file to RDA.
