Removing redundant 4XX fields
Paper prepared by the PCC Acceptable Headings Implementation Task Group

Background
For many reasons, it happens that a 4XX is occasionally added to an authority record that has the same comparison form
 as another 4XX field. Although processes are now in place to report redundant 4XX fields for removal as records are added and modified, not all records have been subjected to such a review. To compound the problem somewhat, during the manipulation of the LC/NACO authority file for use under RDA the texts of some fields will be modified to a form that will inevitably match the form of an existing (probably unmodified) field. It will be a boon to users of the LC/NACO authority file if no new cases of redundant 4XX fields are created during the modification of the file.

For example, consider this existing authority record (not all fields are shown).

Part of the work to be done to prepare the LC/NACO authority file for use under RDA involves the expansion, or removal, or abbreviations for the Old and New Testaments. This work leaves the above record in this state:

In this state, one of the 430 fields matches the 130 field, and there are two pairs of identical 430 fields. The process outlined in this document is designed to remove these redundant 4XX fields.

It will also be helpful if existing redundant 4XX fields (beyond those created during the RDA conversion itself) can be identified and removed.

Scheduling
The work described in this document should be performed whenever an authority record is re-issued during any phase of the migration of the LC/NACO authority file. No authority record should be re-issued solely to remove a redundant 4XX field. This means that all redundant 4XX fields created during the migration itself will be removed; but redundant 4XX fields in records not re-issued at any point during the migration will remain.

Procedure
Compare each 4XX in the modified authority record to the record's 1XX field, and to other 4XX fields in the record; use the NACO comparison form derived from the raw text for this purpose.

If a 4XX field has the same comparison form as the 1XX field, delete the 4XX field in all cases.

If a 4XX field has the same comparison form as another 4XX field, delete one or the other of the 4XX fields by applying the following rules, in this order:

· If either of the 4XX fields contains right-to-left vernacular data (which means that they both contain right-to-left vernacular data), do not delete either field. Report the condition for review.

· If either 4XX field contains subfield $5, delete the 4XX field with subfield $5.
· If both 4XX fields contain subfield $5, arbitrarily delete the first such 4XX field encountered.

· If one 4XX field is marked as a "former heading" with a code other than "n" in $w/2 and the other is not so marked, delete the 4XX field for the former heading.

· If both 4XX fields are marked as "former heading" with a code other than "n" in $w/2, delete the 4XX field suppressed from public display with a code other than "n" in $w/3.
· If both 4XX fields for former headings are suppressed from public display, arbitrarily delete the first one encountered.

· In all other cases, arbitrarily delete the second 4XX field encountered.

If after the completion of this work the authority record contains no 4XX or 5XX fields, change 008/29 to 'n'.

Record each deleted redundant 4XX field in a log file for subsequent review.
