Suppression of newly-added 4XX fields for former 1XX field
Paper prepared by the PCC Acceptable Headings Implementation Task Group

The report of the PCC Task Group on AACR2 & RDA Acceptable Heading Categories recommended that when, during the manipulation of records in the LC/NACO authority file to make them more amenable to use under RDA (the "RDA conversion"), the contents of an authority 1XX field must be changed, the original 1XX field should be preserved as a 4XX field. The Task Group recommended that each subfield have subfield $w containing the codes "nnea" (meaning: this field contains the former heading as established in the "national authority file" [wording per the MARC21 documentation], and is suppressed from display).
Application of this policy will result in changes of the sort shown in these examples:

The recommendation that the former 1XX field must in all cases be preserved is commendable; nothing in this document should be taken to suggest otherwise. There are however a few points that can be raised around the question of 4XX fields as an authority record is modified at the time of the RDA conversion.
1. It may be the case that not all such 4XX fields should be suppressed

In nearly every case it appears that the best course of action is to suppress these new 4XX fields with code 'a' in subfield $w/3. Consideration may be given to the following categories (there may be others):

· When the abbreviation "Dept." was expanded to "Department" in the final subfield $b of a 110 field or in the final subfield $e of a 111 field (but not counting an expansion that occurs only in a parenthetical qualifier of that subfield), and if that subfield is not followed by any other subfield: do not suppress the new 4XX field.

2. Additional 4XX fields may be generated at the same time
· 'Bible' headings: create an additional 430 field from the original 1XX field, spelling out the name of the testament, if the original 130 field consists of subfields $a, $p and $p, and no others.
